Location OCX Operation Manual

Overview

      The purpose of this OCX is to be able to determine or to locate a particular computer connected to the Internet.  By knowing the IP address and the Server Port Number of the Address Server, you can register your email address and the Address Server will automatically add you to the list of clients registered to it.  The Address Server will readily know your IP Address and when someone wants to know the IP address of someone, and only knows the email address of the person, the Address Server will return to you the IP Address of the one you inquired. 

OCX Properties

(DecisionLocalEmailAddress) – This property lets you specify your email address or even make a new local email address to be registered on a stand by Address Server. The OCX will automatically know your IP address and it will be the one to register it to the Address Server.

(DecisionQueryLocalName) – This property lets you know your local “host” name and has a return value of type String.

(DecisionQueryRemoteIP) – This property will make you know the IP address of a particular user registered in the Address Server when it uses the Email Address of the registered user. It has a return value of type String.
(DecisionPassword)- This property must be set in order to use this development tool.  To specify the password of the OCX.  The password is “DECISION COMPUTER”.

Parameters

1) DecisionLocalEmailAddress (EmailAddress As String) As Long

Example:

myemail  = DecisionLocalEmailAddress (“user@user.com”)

2) DecisionQueryLocalName

Example:

myname = DecisionQueryLocalName ()

3) DecisionQueryRemoteIP(server as String, ServerPort as Long, Email Address as String) As String

Example:

ReportIP= DecisionQueryRemoteIP (“202.52.117.74”,5152,”user@user.com”)
4) Decision Password (password As String) As Long

Example:

myemail  = DecisionPassword (“DECISION COMPUTER”)
